How to complete Zippy’s Letter:

Pick one person to look at Zippy’s letter. This person is the only one who knows what
the letter says before it’s finished. Without telling the others what the letter says, he
asks the other players for words to fill in the blank spaces in the letter. Then he writes
the words in the blanks. When the letter is complete, he reads the story aloud.

To fill in the blanks in the letter, you will need to know the following parts of speech:
NOUN, ADJECTIVE, VERB, and ADVERB.

A NOUN is the name of a person, place, or thing, such as friend, school, or book.

An ADJECTIVE is a word that describes a noun, such as happy, noisy, or scary.

A VERB is an action word. It tells what a noun does, such as run, read, or laugh.

An ADVERSB tells how something is done. It describes a verb and often ends in “ly”.
Examples of adverbs are quickly, bravely, and smoothly.
